       Name of closest airport, train station, bus station, metro

3) Directions from Airport/Train Station/Bus Station  to Hotel of your choice (pick a hotel, Bed and breakfast, Motel, Camp Ground in the area)

4) Overview of the City: Where are places of interest to tourists?

- Malls or Shopping?

- Restaurants?

- Stadiums or Sports Arenas?

- Parks?

- Museums or Science Centres?

- Historic Landmarks?

5) Directions: How to get from Hotel you picked to at least 2 of the destinations above (by taxi, bus, metro, walking- what is the easiest way to get there?)

6) Events list for the summer (June-September): What are some festivals, events, sports, parades, holidays etc that are celebrated in the city that tourists might be interested in

7) 2 Historic Facts about the City

8) Other Photos of the City (at least 1 other picture- not including your map)

In addition to creating the brochure, you will also be required to give a presentation to the class about your tourist location. You can choose to show the class your brochure or you can create a powerpoint that includes the same information to show to the class.
